 The undefeated Southwest womenôs basketball team defeated Cleveland State 91-79 

on November 11 and Chattanooga State 77-74 on November 12 at the Verties Sails Gymna-

sium in their first conference games. The Lady Saluqis are now 5-0 on the season. 

 Leading the team were sophomores Amber Dunlap and Erica Ousley (at right). Dun-

lap tied her career-high with 22 points and also dished out seven assists in the win over 

Cleveland State then had 11 points, seven rebounds, three assists, and three steals against 

Chattanooga State. Ousley scored 16 points against Cleveland State then topped that with 18 

points (including making 10 of 11 free throws) and several key steals late in the Chattanooga 

State game. 

 The Lady Saluqis will continue conference play this week with games at Roane State 

(in Harriman, Tennessee) on November 18 and Walters State (in Morristown, Tennessee) on 

November 19.

 Sophomore point guard Mario Bass (at left) scored all ten of his points in overtime to 

lead the Southwest menôs basketball team to a 105-101 victory over Cleveland State on No-

vember 11 at the Verties Sails Gymnasium. Sophomore forward Antwon Oliver had an out-

standing overall game with 20 points, eight rebounds, four assists, four steals and three 

blocked shots. Other key contributors were sophomore center Nate Rucker with 16 points 

and freshman forward Justin Street with a double-double of 10 points and 11 rebounds. 

 The Saluqis were defeated by defending region champion Chattanooga State 102-76 

on November 12 to drop to 2-1 overall and 1-1 in the conference. Freshman forward Tavin 

Cummings led the team with 16 points and was the only Saluqi who scored in double fig-

ures. 

 The Southwest men will continue conference play this week with games at Roane 

State (in Harriman, Tennessee) on November 18 and Walters State (in Morristown, Tennes-

see) on November 19. The game at Mid-South originally scheduled for November 14 has been cancelled as well as 

home games against New Creation Prep (November 29, January 24) and New Horizon Prep (December 7, January 12). 
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On December 6th, the Southwest Tennessee Community College Honors Academy will hold their annual Honors Acad-

emy Fellows presentations in the Bert Bornblum library on the Macon Cove Campus. This is the third year Honors 

Academy has held the Fellows Presentations. This year will bring approximately ten presenters with topics ranging 

from volunteering to English literature to music to other fine arts.
