Local Authors to Conduct Creative Writing Workshops at Southwest

Southwest’s literary society, Pierian, will sponsor a series of creative writing workshops this fall featuring nationally recognized authors who will conduct workshops in poetry and fiction. Pierian is presenting the series with support from the Student Activities and the Honors Program at Southwest. Participation in these workshops is free and open to the public.
Treasure Williams, a local poet and writer, will conduct a poetry writing workshop on Monday, October 1, from 2 to 4 p.m., in the Honors Academy Office on the Union Avenue Campus. Williams, a native of Meridian, Mississippi, is a Memphis-based writer, teacher, journalist, and emcee who has published fiction and poetry in Obsidian III and Bum Rush the Page. In 2005, she was featured on Turner South’s My South series.

Novelist and short-story writer Jerome Wilson will offer a fiction-writing workshop on Tuesday, October 23, from 10:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. at the Honors Academy Office on the Macon Cove Campus. Wilson’s work has received much acclaim and has been anthologized in collections including Homeworks: A Book of Tennessee Writers, and African-American Literature: A Brief Introduction and Anthology. He currently is at work on a novel.
Cary Holladay, who was awarded the Goodheart Prize in 2006 for The Quick Change Artist, will conduct the final workshop of the semester on Friday, November 9 from 10 a.m. to 12 p.m., at the Honors Academy Office on the Macon Cove Campus. Holladay, who teaches fiction writing at the University of Memphis, has received numerous other awards, including the Paul Bowles Prize for Fiction (2002), the O. Henry Award (1999), and the Southern Humanities Review Annual Best Story Award (1997).
Participation in each workshop requires two weeks’ advance submission of original work. For fiction workshops, please send manuscripts of short stories, novels, or plays. These may be complete works or works in progress (1,000 words minimum). For participation in the poetry workshop, please send three poems. All manuscripts should be typed.
